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In the fall of 2013, a new Aichi Shukutoku
University International House (iHouse) was
completed on the Nagakute Campus. The old
iHouse opened in 1994 outside the campus in
Shinjuku, Meito-ku, and had been used for a
long time, not only as a home for international
students but also as a meeting place for other
Aichi Shukutoku students and local residents.

We are happy that the new iHouse, being
located within the Nagakute Campus, allows
international students to enjoy the convenience
of living near the University and more readily
communicate with other Aichi Shukutoku
students. It will also maintain our cherished
tradition of facilitating communication with local
residents. While the new iHouse will firmly
assist international students in pursuing their
studies at the University with its spacious and
comfortable living area, it can be flexibly used
as the venue for cultural exchanges offering the
local community abundant opportunities to meet
people from all over the world.

The new iHouse is one of our educational
facilities that seek to embody our philosophy,
“Living with diversity” | strongly hope that this
space will be widely utilized as a place for
education that puts this philosophy into action,
as well as a means of contributing to our local
community.

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The first floor of iHouse serves as a SIEN e
training facility. A spacious lounge and
seminar rooms with a full range of audio
visual equipment are used for cultural
exchange events, presentations and
study groups. Japanese-style tatami
rooms can be connected to form a space
of about 105 tatami -mats (approximately
170m?), and function as an overnight
facility. Shower rooms are also available
on this floor. In addition, iHouse has a
well-equipped cooking room and a tea
ceremony room.

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The second and third floors of iHouse
feature a dormitory for international
students. A live-in dormitory manager

is on duty 24 hours, and the entrance

is separated completely for security
purposes from the rest of the facilities by
a door which can be opened only with
the resident’s ID card. Residents are
provided a furnished private room with
necessary amenities. Each room offers
an Internet connection (wired). iHouse
also has a variety of common spaces
including kitchens, showers and laundry
rooms, which allow students to start living
comfortably as soon as they move in.
